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How can this concrete plant be allowed in a residential area with school children, the elderly
and private homes belonging to families who will be subject to these levels of air pollution on
a daily basis?

As a supplement to the comments | provided at the public hearing on the draft permit
for the Blue Ridge Concrete plant, | offer the following:

Blue Ridge Concrete Inc. has not provided the WNCRAQA with either a consistency
determination from the local government pursuant to the Agency Rule 17.0304(b)(1), or
a letter from the local government that the property was not zoned pursuant to Agency
Rule 17.0113. If the latter applies because of the Court order, the applicant has not
complied with the notice requirements in the Agency rules; no sign was posted, and
upon information and belief, no notice was provided in the iocal paper.

Although the application contains a letter from the County to Blue Ridge Concrete
Properties LLC, this is a different corporation from Blue Ridge Concrete Inc., the
applicant. Upon information and belief, Blue Ridge Concrete Properties LLC is the
owner of the property and the holder of the building permit. Even if granted an air
permit, Blue Ridge Concrete Inc. will not be able to construct the concrete piant as it
does not have a building permit.

More important, it is impossible for your agency to determine which of the two
corporations is the responsible party under the permit and has the assets necessary to
properly construct, maintain and operate the proposed concrete plant.



Please notify me of any recommendations you make on the permit application. | would
appreciate notice of the meeting in which the Board will make a determination on this
matter, either at a regularly scheduled meeting or at a specially called meeting.
